Hālau Categories:


Kaikamahine:  Ages 6-13

Keiki Kāne:  Ages 6-12 

Kāne:  Ages 13 and older 

1.
Minimum of 3 dancers for kāne and keiki kāne, minimum of 5 for kaikamahine
2.
Each hālau may have only one (1) entry per group division
3.
Hula kahiko must be written before Queen Lili`uokalani’s passing
4.
Hula `āuana mele is your choice
5.
The group entry is required to do one hula kahiko and one hula `āuana

No Mele may be duplicated within the halau for Keiki & Kāne

6.
Absolutely no plastic, artificial flowers, or cellophane skirts permitted in hula 
kahiko
7.
All costumes should be of an appropriate style, color, and design of the era to 
relate to the hula that is being performed
8.
Adornments must be made of fresh flowers or of natural seeds, leaves, pods, or 
shells and a haku, wili, kui style etc. 

9.
Each hālau is limited to 2 ho`opa`a, 5 musicians and 2 hanalima in the staging 
area
