Soloist Interview Guidelines

     Interview: 
A. Your physical appearance at the interview is very important
B. Hawaiian manners (poise, personality, aloha, ha`aha`a)
C. Ability to speak with confidence
D. Know information on the history and meaning of your pending performance.  Know about your oli, hula ka`i, hula kahiko, hula `auana, hula noho, and your hula pa`ahana
E. The reason you have chosen this particular costume and adornments
F. Your ability to demonstrate a part of making your pa`u `o la`i (ti leaf skirt)  A ti leaf skirt is required to wear in your hula kahiko, or hula `auana performance.  Whichever choice must be appropriate for the era in which the mele was written
G. Your ability to demonstrate a part of making your lei po`o, lei ā`ī, lima kūpe`e, wāwae kūpe`e or, detailed knowledge of how they are made
As a soloist, you are encouraged to use your interview area, tables and chairs, as you see fit to make your presentation.  The Kumu Hula is encouraged to sit in and silently observe the interview.  The interview is intended to enlighten haumana to learn as much as they can from the judges, and to communicate this knowledge with pride, dignity, and respect.  It is our hope that the interview will be an educational experience that will help in many aspects of their future endeavors.
Please be available and waiting 10 minutes prior to your scheduled interview time as sometimes we may begin ahead of schedule.
