Soloist Rules and Regulations


     Solo Divisions and Age Limits:
A. Keiki Hula Competition: Ages 6-13 (girls) & 6-12 (boys)
B. Kāne Hula Festival:  Ages 13 & older
C. Answer questions regarding their mele and costumes
D. Bring costumes, adornments and lei to interview
E. Kaikamahine soloist maximum one entry, Kāne soloist maximum two
F. As a halau, you may enter “only” the solo category in the Kāne Hula Festival if you do not have a group entry
G. No Mele may be duplicated within the halau for Keiki & Kāne  
Hula Kahiko:

A. Pa`u `o la`i (ti leaf skirt) must be worn during either hula kahiko, or hula `auana.  Whichever you choose must be appropriate for the era the mele was written 
B. Pa`u `o la`i not required for Koho`ia
C. The implement used in your hula kahiko must be traditional
D. Hula kahiko must be written before Queen Lili`uokalani’s passing
E. Time limit is 8 minutes from the start of the `oli
Hula `Āuana:

A. Mele hula is your choice and may not be duplicated within the halau in any other division
B. Your implement used in your hula `āuana may be other than traditional but should match the era in which the mele was written
C. Time limit is 6 minutes from the start of music of first step
Judges Interview:

Your interview score sheet with the judges for each soloist, will be added your overall score
